Welcome Volunteers! Thank you for your commitment to Food Outreach and our clients. We appreciate your careful attention to our safety practices. 
 
Each person that enters the building is asked to

1. Leave your personal belongings in a separate area
1. Use the bathroom to wash your hands for a minimum of 20 seconds
1. Take your temperature with a *non-contact* temporal scanning thermometer (provided by FO) to ensure that you do not have a fever. If you have a temperature of 99.9+, please go home and report any continuing symptoms to Ashley.  
1. Wipe the thermometer with an alcohol wipe (provided by FO)
1. Get a mask (provided by FO)
1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Follow proper mask hygiene (see separate document)
1. Practice distancing (minimum of 6 feet) in all areas of the building at all times
1. Follow normal food prep guidelines for gloves and head coverings
1. Frequently wash your hands, please
1. Remember that no more than 10 people should be in the building at one time


If you have a fever or ANY symptoms related to COVID 19 please do not come in.  If you have been around anyone who has tested positive, please let us know immediately, contact your health care provider and self-quarantine for 14 days.

If you have recently traveled outside the state of Missouri or the St. Louis region, please refrain from coming to Food Outreach for at least 2 or 3 weeks.
